Trees Planted
for Spring Greenery

The JSID coordinated the planting of 21 trees in January as part of its ongoing
Elm Street initiative, a program of the PA Department of Community & Economic
Development. Adding “more green on Queen” has been a consistent priority of
residents near Clipper Magazine Stadium. Program Director Shelby Nauman
managed the project by soliciting interest from property owners and working
closely with City Arborist Jim Bower and the City’s Shade Tree Commission,
which provided on-site technical assistance and species of trees for each location.
Because of the scope of the work, the tree installation was competitively bid and
awarded to Lancaster County-based Miko Lawn and Landscape. The project was
completed in January, thanks to warm temperatures and soft ground conditions.

The City of Lancaster is also offering a terrific deal on trees for City property owners.
Sign up for a street tree through the City’s program and receive a $50 discount through
the Shade Tree Commission. With the discount, the total cost to a property owner

is around $100 (which includes the tree, installation and a one-year warranty.) For
more information, go to http://www.cityoflancasterpa.com or call the City Arborist

at 291-4846. Please note that the City program applies to trees in the public right

of way, i.e. along the curb, only. Deadline for the fall planting is September 1, 2009,
with all trees planted shortly thereafter.

With warmer temperatures and longer
days, more people are out and about
walking through neighborhoods, visiting
local parks and dining out. With a core
focus on keeping communities “clean
and safe,” the JSID offers the following
simple reminders for residents of all
neighborhoods.

e Turn porch lights on overnight and
keep your entire property and sidewalk
well lit.

Keeping porch lights on improves safety

¢ Avoid dark or poorly lit areas.
® Know your neighbors.

e Be aware of and remain alert to
your surroundings.

e Keep cars locked and empty — do not
leave purses, cell phones, packages
or GPS units in vehicles, as they make
for easy targets.

e Report crimes and unusual or
suspicious behavior to City Police.
For emergencies, call 911. For
non-emergency reporting, call
664-1180. Note that the dispatcher
will prioritize your call. The City
of Lancaster Bureau of Police
encourages reports of unusual
or suspicious activity by neighbors,
as residents often recognize it
before an officer on patrol.
